THREE WAYS TO INTERACT WITH THE EBOOKS: 

1. Read to Me: the child listens to the book read aloud and manually turns the pages. Eighty percent of the titles

2. Let Me Read: the read aloud is turned off so the child reads and turns the pages himself 

 
3. Auto Play: the reader lets the computer do the work - reads aloud and turns the pages automatically
