Currently, the funding level is at 

1.25% and we need at least 4% be-

fore budget cuts will need to be 

made.

Each of these assessments gives you and your 
child’s teacher different information of how your 
child is progressing.  As a school staff we look at 
different groups of students over time and areas of 

growths and strengths. 

 

In April and May we will be assessing students in 

DIBELS and MAP.
